Description: 

All great styles and directions in art were born in Europe in places where tradition, environment, conditions of life and  advanced patronage created  capabilities of individual creation. The whole art of Europe is the art of countries which were related together on many fields.

The art was developing in European countries as a result of art associations created by spontaneous contacts of artists and by movement of works of art -or – what happened most frequently- in the effect of patronage.

In that least case the works of art were implanted as already finished or artists were brought to realise work corresponding to the tendencies typical for the art of famous centres. 

The features of universal art penetrated the local art which was developing in each of the countries far away from the centres. The way of how they were connected with the home art determined the specifics of local styles of art.

In that way was developing the art of countries which never has become the centre of art- for example – in Poland, Hungary, Romania, Portugal and in Norway.

In each country, among the local works of art, happened works similar to the works created in other countries which were in parallel historical period in similar “provincial” situation.

Task of this project is to find such works of art collect them and show together.

That way of searching and presenting the home art in each of the countries will show how many common features exist in home trends which were developing independently. The project will show the characteristic of art developed far away from the European centres in different context of mutual relations and stage of artistic evolution.

 
Trends brought from the centre to the periphery were combined with the local forms and local tradition and together determined the artistic look of local art.

We want to show works representing Poland, Portugal, Hungary, Romania and Norway.

Poland- works made by local artists: painters- portraits, rug’s designers, tapestry, embroidery- from the collection of the National Museum in Cracow

Portugal- works made by local artists: painters- portraits and fabric’s designers - from the collection of the National Museum in Oslo

Hungary- fabrics and portraits made by Hungarian artists- collection of the Museum of Decorative Art in Budapest and the National Museum in Budapest.

Romania - fabrics and portraits - collection of the National Museum in Bukarest.
